This is why RSVP aims to take children to a HIV
ward where they can see a patient and speak to

This school trip also serves as a motivation to
children, the majority of whom embark on a car
journey for the very first time. Other areas of
educational interest are identified by the school

and are visited during the school trip.

Since the HIV component of the school trip
takes part in a fully functioning hospital, only

older children are eligible.
