£5,037.5

on similar schemes run in East Africa countries. The final tender price might be different. 

Community Lending Programme 

�k Through education, our children will 
undoubtedly change the fate of their families.  

�k But, until then, such families need help to 
start income generating activities. 

�k Funds permitting, RSVP aims to invest £6,000 
in 15 families by 2012. 

�k A registered microfinance institution will 
disburse those funds, organize repayments 
and provide business assistance to families.  

�k In return, the microfinance will charge a fixed 
percentage of the disbursed funds.
